National Heroes of Vietnam through the Lens of State Myth-making

Abstract. The elevation by the state of certain historical characters to the rank of natio-
nal heroes is always myth-making, which pursues its own goals. To understand such
goals in relation to Vietnam, it seems important to consider its national heroes, especi-
ally since their list is actually determined at the state level.

An analysis of the “official” national heroes of Vietnam allows us to draw a number of
conclusions. The choice of characters is largely «Sino-centric», which generally ref-
lects the role of the northern neighbor in the history of the Vietnamese state and its
worldview in the modern period. Most of the heroes are military leaders and heads of
state (mainly who went down in history because the resistance to the Chinese), and not
cultural figures, science or art. At the same time, their official biographies are always
close to the image of an ideal person, regardless of actual actions. Here one can see the
Confucian basis of Vietnamese society, in which history is always positive. Noteworthy
is the apparent lack of figures from the last two centuries (with the exception of Ho Chi
Minh), which seems to reflect the following peculiarity of the political culture of Viet-
nam: power usually avoids personification. Also interesting is the modest number of
characters associated with Buddhism and religion in general, which may be a consequ-
ence of the course taken in the last century to build socialism, which presupposes an
atheistic view of the world.

Synthetic Classification of Provinces and Cities in Vietnam
as a Guide for Regional Policy

Abstract. Vietnam is a country with a relatively high level of regional inequality. The
General Statistics Office of Vietnam groups the provinces based on their geographic
location. This article presents the classification of the provinces and cities of Viet-
nam based not only on geography, but also on their socio-economic characteristics,
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economic structure, and the membership in free economic zones (FEZs). The analy-
sis identifies four groups of provinces and cities: i) highly developed (FEZ members
with high GRP per capita and a developed technological industry) ii) developed
(FEZ members with high untapped economic growth potential and a highly diversi-
fied economic base), iii) moderately developed (with a vast primary sector and high
potential for the development of the tourism sector) and iv) less developed (the poo-
rest regions). The article highlights individual provinces, the level of socio-economic
development of which (ceteris paribus) will allow them to transfer towards the group
of more developed provinces in the near future.

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Introduction

Trade and foreign investment have driven strong growth in both developed and
developing economies. Developing countries' exports and investments have
consistently grown faster than those of developed countries. Faster growth, higher
income levels, improved productivity, increased employment and greater opportunity
are some of the many benefits an economy receives when it is open to international
trade and investment [The World Bank 2018]. Lower-income households also benefit
from trade and investment, as consumers have more affordable options for goods
and services [Erixon 2018]. The strategic relationship between two countries is
strengthened by economic ties in the form of trade and investment. This has
therefore stimulated the growth of export and investment earnings for the economies
of India and Vietnam. Similarly, the institutional mechanism and the bilateral
treaties provide the framework for a gradually strong relationship in the case of both
countries [Kumar 2008].

India-Vietnam relationship is traditional, friendly and strengthened throughout its
history. Bilateral relations between India and Vietnam have grown stronger since 1972,
when the two countries established diplomatic relations, and have been nurtured over
the past 50 years by a great deal of effort on both sides [Lé Thi Hang Nga 2022]. The
economic reforms in India (Liberalization, Privatization, and Globalization) and
Vietnam (Doi Moi) put forward various new opportunities for both the economies in the
areas such as infrastructure development and capacity building [Nayyar 2019]. The
bilateral cooperation between India and Vietnam is a time-tested relationship that has
been upgraded from Comprehensive Partnership in 2003, to Strategic Partnership in
2007, to Comprehensive Strategic Partnership in 2016 in various fields including
agriculture, manufacturing, economic, defense and political. While Vietnam's relations
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with other countries go up and down, cooperation between Vietnam and India is always
strengthened and developed by the continuous bilateral visits of the leaders of the host
countries [Nguyén Thi Hong Mai 2021]. Economic and trade relations between India
and Vietnam are growing steadily as Vietnam is an important regional partner for India
under its “Look East” policy. In addition, both economies cooperate in various regional
fora such as the World Trade Organization, the United Nations, the East Asia Summit,
ASEAN, the Asia-Europe Meeting and the Mekong-Ganga Cooperation [Pradhan
2020].

Therefore, the objectives of the present study are to discuss the bilateral trade and
investment relationship between India and Vietnam. The study further examines the
impact of the host country's GDP and exchange rate on the home country's export level
for both countries using the Multilayer Perceptron Neural Network technique of
Artificial Neural Network.

Literature Review

In today's globalized world, bilateral trade and investment play an important role in
the economic development of all countries, and India-Vietnam is no exception [World
Trade Organization 2021].

Mehta [2005] examined the composition, level and growth of merchandise trade
between India and Vietnam. The study found that if a duty-free regime is agreed
between the two countries, there are a number of sectors in which India has export
potential such as edible fruits and nuts, textiles and apparel, fruits and vegetables, and
transport vehicles. Jha [2008] shows that India-Vietnam relations are mostly driven by
their mutual concerns and common experiences based on history, for example, they
have good relations with the former Soviet Union while facing aggression from China.
Kumar [2008] examines the economic relations between New Delhi and Hanoi.
The study identified the potential sectors for investment opportunities such as
knowledge-based industries, steel, oil, gas, and transportation. Mishra [2014] found that
bilateral economic cooperation between the to countries is mostly in the form of loans
and development assistance from India to Vietnam. Mullen and Prasad [2014] show that
Vietnam's strategic and economic importance to India has increased over the past
decade due to India's rapid economic growth and subsequent desire for open trade
through the South China Sea, development partnership with Southeast Asia, and energy
security.

Khan [2017] highlights some of the challenges facing the India-Vietnam
relationship, such as the border dispute with China and Beijing's misinterpretation of the
India-Vietnam ties. Van [2019] has found that Vietnam and India have explored areas
such as economy, politics, security and defense, science, education, and culture to build
their bilateral relations.

Bragina [2019] studied the bilateral trade between Vietnam and India by focusing
only on main products for the bilateral cooperation and introduced the driving force
behind the development of this trade tie in 21st century. This article also introduced
briefly the reasons why both countries have mutual interests for extending and diversifying
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trade tie and showed the priority of China and the USA policies for the commercial
cooperation with Vietnam. Uyanaev [2022] traces the history and stages of bilateral
relations, mutual interests and their limiters. The conclusion of the study is a favorable
prospect of relations between the two countries, which meets the interests of Russia.

India-Vietnam Relations: An Overview of Trade and Investment

Since gaining independence, both India and Vietnam have experienced significant
socio-economic growth (Table 1).

Figure 1 shows the growth of the bilateral trade relations over a period of time
(2000—2019). Both exports and imports have shown a significant increase.

Sectors such as computers and electronic hardware, chemicals and coffee, mobile
phones and components, and machinery for India were the top sectors of imports from
Vietnam in 2019—2020. Meanwhile, the top exports from India were pharmaceuticals,
corn, steel, cotton, machinery, meat, and fishery products [Embassy of India 2020].

The trade cooperation between Vietnam and India during 1991—2020 can be
divided into two phases: before the establishment of the Comprehensive Strategic
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Partnership (1991—2016) and after the establishment of the Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership (2016—2020). During the period from 1991 to 2016, the trade balance is
toward India because Vietnam has imported more goods [Nguyén Ptrc Hoang Tho,
Nguyén Trong Quyén 2022]. The trade surplus toward India during this period is due to
the similarity of the two countries' export goods [Ngé Xuan Binh, Lé Thi Hing Nga
2017]. However, due to the variety of goods exported to India and the fact that only
“machinery and electrical equipment” is the main item imported from India to
Vietnam, the trade balance between 2017 and 2020 is in favor of Vietnam with a surplus
of $5,109,337. It is the achievement of Vietnam's economy thanks to the support of the
leaders of both countries [Nguyén Dticc Hoang Tho, Nguyén Trong Quyén 2022]. The
following table shows the bilateral trade features of Vietnam and India in some periods
of 1991—2020 continuum.

The trend of Vietnam exporting more to India than India importing more to Viet-
nam has been stable since 2017. According to the database of the International Trade
Center (Trademap.org), in 2018, Vietnam's exports to India reached USD7.2 billion,
while imports from India to Vietnam reached USD6.7 billion [ITC 2021]. According to
India's statistics for the fiscal year 2021—2022, bilateral trade between Vietnam and In-
dia has grown by 27 % and got USD14.14 billion. For India, Vietnam was the 23rd tra-
ding partner in the world and the 4th among ASEAN countries [Phuong Anh 2022]. Ex-
port value from Vietnam to India reached USD7.96 billion, growing by 26.8 % in com-
parison with USD6.28 billion in 2021, while total import value from India to Vietnam in
2022 reached USD?7.09 billion, growing by 1.8 % in comparison with USD6.96 billion
in 2021 [Trade Affairs Agency of Vietnam in India 2023].

According to experts, the signing of the Asean-India Free Trade Agreement
(AIFTA) will boost exports from Vietnam to India and vice versa [Quan hé hiru nghi...
21.03.2023].

Trade Intensity Index of India-Vietnam trade relations

To get a deeper insight into the India-Vietnam relationship, trade intensity index
has been calculated for both economies in the form of export intensity index and import
intensity index using quarterly data from 2000 to 2019. The data for the selected
variables have been extracted from the International Monetary Fund database.
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The formula for the calculation is:

Where,

Xjand X, are the values of country’s i’s exports and of world exports to country j;

Xit and Xwt are country i’s total exports and total world exports respectively”.

An index greater than one indicates that bilateral trade flows are larger than
expected given the importance of the partner country in world trade. The trade intensity
index is further divided into the export intensity index (EXI) and the import intensity
index (IMI) [Kojima 1964; Drysdale 1969].

Table 3 shows that India's export intensity with Vietnam is above one for all quarters
of the selected years. However, the import intensity index is below one before 2019 and
above one for the first three quarters of 2019.

India's FDI growth rate is very stable over the years, while Vietnam's growth is
exemplary, as FDI in Vietnam reached US$38.2 billion in 2019, an increase of 7.2 %

compared to the same period in 2018 (Table 4).

Bilateral investment relations promote economic cooperation between the to coun-
tries through the transfer of technology, the sharing of skills, research and development,
the creation of jobs, a wider reach in the global market, and the use of exclusively avai-

lable natural resources and raw materials of the home economy.

In the past, India has been reluctant to invest in Vietnam. However, there has been
a change over the years (Fig. 2) as Indian companies have started to cooperate with
Vietnamese companies in various sectors such as infrastructure construction, IT, and

steel production [Jha 2008].
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Research Methodology

In the present study, the artificial neural network (Multilayer Perceptron Neural
Network) technique has been applied to predict the impact of India's GDP and
Vietnam's exchange rate on the level of Vietnam's export to India and the impact of
Vietnam's GDP and India's exchange rate on the level of India's export to Vietnam.

Artificial neural network is a machine learning method, which has evolved and
developed from the scheme of imitating the human brain (Fig. 3). Artificial neural
network technique can help in building the relationship, handling parallel data
processing, nonlinear mapping of odd data and learn or adapt from environment [Khan,
Ahmed and Prasad 2015; Paswan et al. 2018]. A multilayer perception is one of the
techniques of artificial neural network based on the supervised procedure in terms of
data with known outputs. It consists of three layers i.e. input, hidden and output with
nonlinear computational elements known as neurons and processing units. The
information flows from the input layers to the output layers through the hidden layers.
In the input layer, the number of independent variables in the model determines the
number of neurons, and in the output layer, the dependent variables determine the
number of neurons.

The error between the computed values from the model and the desired target values
is minimized in the multilayer perceptron network, and the data set is taken from the real
data for both input and output. The training set is used to train the network, while the test

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set is used to analyze the performance of the network. First, the learning phase of the
model is applied followed by the testing phase to determine the properties and
performance of the model. During the test phase, after input data is fed into the network,
the desired target values are compared with the calculated network values. The
performance of the model is evaluated by the agreement or disagreement of these two sets.

The above equations show that the net sum of the weighted input values entering
node j and the output activation function that converts the neuron's weighted input to its
output activation (the most commonly used is the sigmoid function) in an Artificial
Neural Network. In addition, to reduce the error, the error function belonging to the
weights must be improved [Bekesiene, Smaliukiene and Vaicaitiene 2021].

The methodology of the Artificial Neural Network differs from that of the ordinary
least square regression method in that the latter estimates the parameters of a given
model by minimizing the residual sum of squares and it gives the best results when
certain assumptions related to linearity, multicollinearity, autocorrelation and
homoscedasticity are satisfied [Lin et.al. 2012]. However, in reality, the data do not
satisfy all the assumptions of the least squares regression [Kahane 2008]. On the other
hand, the artificial neural network model complex nonlinear relationships between the
predictor variables and the response with great flexibility by defining input neurons —
nodes — which are the predictor variables, a hidden layer with a number of nodes
connected to each of the input nodes, and finally an output layer with one or more
nodes [IBM Cloud Education 2020]. In other words, the relationship between the
variables does not need to be specified in advance, as the neural network establishes the
relationship through a learning process from the data used in its training process. The
ANNSs also do not require any assumptions about the underlying population distribution.
Various studies have shown that the Artificial Neural Network model achieved a better
fit and forecast than the Ordinary Least Square Regression model because it has the least
root mean square error [Ramirez, MCV et.al. 2005; Soukayna and Jan 2015;
Bertolaccini et al. 2017; Ebiendele and Ebiendele 2018]. Therefore, this study used
artificial neural network to predict model.

The data used in the study are quarterly from 2000 to 2019. The variables used to
test the model are GDP of India, GDP of Vietnam, exchange rate of India and Vietnam,
export of India to Vietnam and export of Vietnam to India. The data are extracted from
the IMF (International Monetary Fund) database.

Results and interpretation

IBM SPSS was used to construct the neural network models and check their
accuracy. A Multilayer Perceptron has input and output layers, and one or more hidden
layers with many neurons stacked together [Bento 2021]. The neuron must have an
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activation function that imposes a threshold, like Rectified Linear Unit, sigmoid,
neurons in a Multilayer Perceptron and can use any arbitrary activation function in the
Perceptron. It is a neural network in which the mapping between inputs and outputs is
nonlinear [Brownlee 2019]. In the neural network models, the randomly assigned values
to the data set are 60 % training, 20 % testing, and 20 % holdout. While training the
model, the testing data is used to prevent overtraining and find errors, while the holdout
data is used to validate the model.

In this section, the multilayer perceptron neural network is applied to predict
Vietnam's export to India based on the GDP of the concerned economy, i.e., India and
the exchange rate of Vietnam (Model 1), and to predict India's export to Vietnam based
on the GDP of the concerned economy, i.e., Vietnam and the exchange rate of India
(Model 2). In developing the neural network, it is important to develop an acceptable
structure with the appropriate number of hidden layers and neurons, because too few
neurons may be insufficient for data processing, and too many neurons may lead to
overfitting. Table 5 shows the dataset information analyzed in the study. Different
partitioning rates of the datasets were randomly assigned for training, testing, and
holdout as 63.7 %, 16.3 %, and 20 % for Model 1 and 51.2 %, 26.3 %, and 22.5 % for
Model 2.

Table 6 shows the network information of both models, it shows the number of neu-
rons present in each layer and two independent variables. The hyperbolic tangent is the
activation function for the hidden layer and the identity is the activation function for the
output layer. The sum of squares is the error function. The covariates are 1 and 2 for the
input layer variables with 1 hidden layer and 5 units in the hidden layer 1 for Model 1,
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while the covariates are 1 and 2 for the input layer variables and 1 hidden layer with 3
units in the hidden layer 1. Annex 1 and Annex 2 show the network diagram built-in
SPSS used to predict the course outcome with three input nodes, three hidden nodes,

and one output node representing the export of Vietnam to India.

The model summary shown in Table 7 presents the results of the training (and tes-
ting) sample and the holdout sample. A sum of squares error is reported for both the trai-
ning and testing samples. The small value of the sum of squares error of 1.36 (model 1)
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and 4.06 (model 2) indicates the power of the model to predict the outcome. The relati-
ve error of the holdout is smaller than the errors of the training and test data sets, indica-

ting that the network model has not been overfitted to the training data and has learned
to generalize from the trend.

The percentage of incorrect prediction shown by the relative error is very low, i.e.,
0.05 percent (training), 0.03 percent (testing), and 0.11 percent (holdout) for model 1
and for model 2 the percentage of incorrect prediction shown by the relative error is also
very low, i.e., 0.20 percent (training), 0.24 percent (testing), and 0.31 percent (holdout).

Tables 8 and 9 show the parameter estimates for the input and output layers for Model 1
and Model 2.

Annexes 3 and 4 show the comparison of the predicted values and the original valu-
es of Vietnam's export to India and India's export to Vietnam, which indicates the robus-
tness of the results. The Multilayer Perceptron model justifies the result of the original
values based on the predictive capabilities of the independent variables, i.e., exchange
rate of Vietnam and GDP of India for model 1 and exchange rate of India and GDP of
Vietnam for model 2.

Table 10 shows the importance of the independent variables of both models with an
importance value of 0.83 for the exchange rate of Vietnam and a value of 0.16 for the
GDP of India, along with having normalized importance of 100 % and 19.8 % respecti-
vely for Model 1. In the case of Model 2, an importance value of 0.69 for the exchange
rate of Vietnam and a value of 0.30 for the GDP of India, along with having normalized
importance of 100 % and 43.8 % respectively.

Conclusion

In recent years, the bilateral relationship between India and Vietnam has grown
significantly with a common focus on trade, investment and security issues. This paper
examines the India-Vietnam bilateral relationship from the perspective of trade
intensity, investment, and the impact of exchange rate and host country GDP on
bilateral export levels. The findings based on trade intensity index analysis show that
India's exports are more intense than imports with Vietnam during 1991—2016, and
Vietnam's exports are more intense than imports with India since 2017. Moreover, using
the Multilayer Perceptron Network, the study explores that the host country's GDP and
exchange rate have a significant impact on the bilateral exports of both India and
Vietnam. The findings provide policy insights from the perspective of trade relations to
address trade balance issues, along with achieving economic growth by using exchange
rate as a policy variable.

In terms of investment, FDI inflows from Vietnam to India and from India to
Vietnam have increased sharply over the years, and sectors such as mineral exploration,
sugar, energy, agro-processing, agro-chemicals, coffee production, auto components,
and IT are being explored. Measures such as a post-investment monitoring system,
reduction in the duration of ease of doing business, promotion of local linkages, and
easy understanding of policies related to legal and environmental aspects will take
bilateral relations to the next level. For further growth and development of trade and
investment, both economies should explore the potential opportunities of their
prospective markets along with a coordinated and comprehensive policy approach.

Introduction

Health is one of the most important contributors to the quality of human capital.
Improving the health of the population requires timely access to quality preventive and
curative health services. In recent years, as the economy has developed and the poverty
rate has steadily declined, the demand for quality health care has increased throughout
the country. However, despite the rapid increase in the provision of both public and
private healthcare services, access to timely, quality, and affordable care remains
limited, especially in rural areas [Ministry of Health 2018]. Health care has improved in
both public and private services, but there is still inequality between providers, with high
demand for better hospitals. There is also a tendency for people to go directly to the
hospital to see a doctor, which contributes to high demand, rather than seeking care in
the community.

According to the World Bank [2017], Vietnam is ranked 62nd out of 145 countries
in the health rankings. The World Bank report also notes that while Vietnam's health
spending represents a higher percentage of gross domestic product (GDP) than many
countries in the region, access to quality, affordable care remains problematic. The
World Bank calls this a paradox and attributes it to three factors: (i) excessive and
inappropriate utilization induced by fee-for-service as the dominant provider payment
mechanism; (ii) a disproportionate focus on tertiary care provided by central and
provincial hospitals; and (iii) excessive spending on pharmaceuticals. Therefore,
appropriate policies are needed to influence the health expenditure of the Vietnamese
population based on the identification of the determinants of this expenditure. Using the
Vietnam Household Living Standards Survey 2016 and descriptive and multivariate
regression, this study identifies the determinants of healthcare expenditure in Vietnam.
Pharmaceuticals are a major concern, especially over-the-counter sales as opposed to
prescription sales. The overuse of antibiotics is alarming and will lead to increased health
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problems in the future. Also, the perceived disparity in country of origin between
Vietnam, India, China vs. USA and Europe with a price and trust factor. Also, the use of
traditional medical practices and medicines is an important factor in health care.

Literature review

Numerous studies have been conducted in many countries, particularly in
developing countries, on health care utilization and expenditures.

Mocan et al. [2000] examine the determinants of health care needs in urban China
and find that health care needs are significantly influenced by income, health status,
employment status and family size. Lahga [2001] finds that in addition to health status,
age and income, health insurance is an important determinant of health care needs in
Tunisia. Okunadee et al. [2010] examined the determinants of household health
expenditure in Thailand, using wealth variables instead of income as the main factors.
Using longitudinal data, the authors formulated a “property index” as a separate variable
to examine trends in the use of household assets to address health-related problems
when cash flow is exhausted. The study used 98,632 household observations from the
Thai Socio-Economic Survey (biennial data cycle in the period 1994—2000), which
showed that income group and household size variables were the two most important
determinants. In addition, average age and wealth were also important factors. Kynn et
al. [2015] conducted a study on catastrophic health expenditure (the case when a
patient's out-of-pocket health expenditure exceeds 40 % of the household's
affordability) and the frequency of catastrophic health expenditure among households in
Magway, Myanmar. The proportion of people with catastrophic health expenditure in
urban and rural areas was 25.2 % and 22.7 %, respectively. Research results show that
nearly a quarter of households in Magway face catastrophic health expenditure due to
hospitalization.

Trivedi & Hall [2002] examined patterns of health care utilization in Vietnam. The
authors also estimated health expenditures for individuals and households. In this study,
they focused on analyzing the choice of provider types. They also showed the model for
positive medical expenditures for individuals and households separately. Econometric
models are estimated for both probability of use and frequency of contact for all major
categories of care and for both individual and household medical expenditures. The
econometric results show different responses to income changes at different income
levels. Another study of health care expenditures in Vietnam by Do et al. [2001] found
that demographic and geographic factors, income and insurance, and health status were
the determinants of patient expenditures. Aparnaa et al. [2014] conducted a study on
health expenditure patterns, including total health expenditure and the composition of
health expenditure in Vietnam between 1992 and 2012. The study mainly used data from
the National Health Accounts and the Vietnam Living Standards Survey. The results
show that per capita health expenditure in Vietnam increased from USD14 in 1995 to
USDS86 in 2012. Total health expenditure as a percentage of GDP also increased from
5.2 % in 1995 to 6.9 % in 2012. Public health expenditure as a percentage of government
expenditure increased from 7.4 % in 1995 to nearly 10 % in 2012. Health insurance
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coverage increased from 10 % in 1995 to 68.5 % in 2012. However, out-of-pocket
spending remains high, at 57.4 % in 2012, and the percentage of households with
catastrophic spending was 4.2 % in 2012.

Xu et al. [2018] provide evidence on the impact of the new health reform on
catastrophic health expenditure by comparing the occurrence and inequality of
catastrophic health expenditure (CHE) among households with chronically ill patients
before and after the reform. The study used a subset of data from the 2008 and 2013
National Health Survey conducted in Shaanxi Province. The study suggests that the
implementation of the new healthcare reform may not have been effective in reducing
the occurrence of CHE among households with chronic disease patients.

Hoang et al [2013] examined the catastrophic and poverty impacts of household
out-of-pocket health expenditures in Vietnam over time and identified associated
socioeconomic indicators. The data used in this research were obtained from a
nationally representative household survey, the Vietnam Living Standard Survey 2002—
2010. The results showed that there were problems with health care financing in
Vietnam — many households experienced catastrophic health expenditures and/or were
pushed into poverty due to health care payments.

Nguyen Viet Cuong [2012] measures the impact of voluntary health insurance on
health care utilization and out-of-pocket spending using the 2004 and 2006 Vietnam
Household Living Standard Surveys. It is found that voluntary health insurance helps
insured individuals to increase their annual number of outpatient and inpatient visits by
about 45 % and 70 %, respectively. However, the effect of voluntary health insurance on
out-of-pocket spending for health services is not statistically significant.

Vu Duy Kien et al. [2016] found that households living in slum areas, with
individuals aged 60 years or older, and belonging to the poorest socioeconomic group
were significantly associated with increased catastrophic health expenditures, while only
households living in slum areas and belonging to the poor or poorest socioeconomic
groups were significantly associated with increased impoverishment due to health
expenditures.

Based on a two-level (household and community) logistic regression to identify
factors associated with catastrophic health expenditures, Sepehri & Vu [2019] concluded
that the presence of severe injuries among household members was strongly associated
with catastrophic health expenditures. To protect households from the financial
consequences of severe injuries, efforts should be directed toward injury prevention and
strengthening the quality of primary and trauma care at lower-level public health
facilities, as well as expanding the breadth and depth of insurance coverage.

In summary, previous studies indicate that health care expenditures are influenced
by factors such as gender, age, education level, income, insurance status, and region.
However, much of the existing research in Vietnam focuses on specific issues such as the
choice of provider types or household health expenditures. The determinants of health
expenditure at the individual level remain unexplored in Vietnam. Therefore, research
on the factors that influence personal health care in Vietnam is essential. If the family
member who controls family finances is different from the person who controls family
health matters, there is a high potential for a mismatch in priorities.
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Research methodology

Data

The study used the 2016 VHLSS with a total of 35,788 observations. The VHLSS is
a large nationally representative sample with complete income/expenditure information
for 9,399 households. The health section of the survey collected detailed information on
households' health-seeking behavior, type of health facility used, and type of health
insurance. The survey also collected information on several socioeconomic variables,
such as education, gender, marital status, age, and total household expenditure.
Respondents were asked whether they had been seriously ill/injured in the past 12
months. After merging the datasets, there were 31,293 observations.

Study variables

The study selects the logarithm of personal health expenditures as the dependent
variable. Health care expenditures in this study include total spending on inpatient and
outpatient care, average purchases of home remedies and medical equipment, and
health insurance premiums. Out-of-pocket health expenditures are likely to be
influenced by a variety of factors, including illness, use of medical services, age,
household size, average spending, education level, region, gender, and ethnicity.

Statistical analysis

The study employs both descriptive and multivariate regression analysis to examine
the key determinants of personal health expenditures.

The definition and description of variables used in this study are provided in
Table 1. Stata 14 software was used to conduct regression.

Results

Descriptive analysis

Figure 1 illustrates average personal health expenditures by location, gender,
ethnicity, and health insurance status.

Disparities in personal health expenditures are more pronounced for geographic
location, ethnicity, and health insurance status than for gender. Regarding rural and
urban areas, the calculation results show that the health expenditure of urban residents is
about 34 % higher than that of rural residents. Urban residents have higher incomes, so
they spend more on health care. In addition, access to health services is much easier in

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urban areas than in rural areas, so people in urban areas consume more health services
than their rural counterparts. Better access to information on protection and health care
also makes it easier for urban residents to use health services.

Figure 1 also shows a large variation in personal health expenditure by ethnicity.
Specifically, health spending by the ethnic majority Kinh is almost 2.6 times higher than
that of the ethnic minorities. This is easily explained by the fact that the Kinh often live
in urban areas with better access to health services. Meanwhile, health networks in rural
areas, especially in remote areas where ethnic minorities mainly live, are scarce.
Another factor is that the ability of ethnic minorities to pay for health care is limited due
to low incomes. In addition, cultural traditions and awareness of modern health services
are limited, resulting in lower spending on health services. Health insurance status is an
important determinant of healthcare expenditure. Health insurance was introduced in
Vietnam in 1993. There are two types of health insurance: (i) compulsory insurance,
which applies to all public sector and large private enterprises (more than 10
employees), and (ii) voluntary insurance, which applies to the rest of the population.
Health insurance often reduces payments for health services but can increase the use of
health services. Patients also use their insurance benefits by seeking care in private
clinics or even in the private wards of public hospitals [Sepehri et al. 2019]. This may be
the reason why the health insurance expenditures of insured people in VHLSS 2016 are
higher than those of the uninsured. This is due to several factors. These include
affordability, income means testing for 'free’ health care, but also social factors such as
minorities relying more on traditional health care rather than urban dwellers having easy
access to 'western' health care through local hospitals.

Health expenditure by the education level of household head

Educational attainment is related to awareness and understanding, and thus
influences health behaviors and health spending. Highly educated people are often more
concerned about their health and therefore tend to spend more on health care. The level
of education of the head of the household influences the perception of health care by the
members of the household, which is also a factor that influences the level of individual
health expenditure. The average personal health expenditure is higher for a household
head with a member with a higher level of education (Table 2). The difference in
personal health expenditure is particularly pronounced between households headed by a
member with no formal education and those with a post-secondary education.

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Healthcare spending by region

Healthcare spending varies by region because each region has different geographic,
demographic, and customary characteristics. These factors have important implications
for health-related decisions. It is easy to see that in areas with favorable socioeconomic
conditions, health spending is higher than in other regions (Table 3). Specifically, in the
country’s two largest cities, Hanoi and Ho Chi Minh City, health spending is the highest
in the country, about 2.5 times higher than in the Northern Midland and Mountain
regions. For the remaining regions, there is less regional disparity in health spending.
This fact can be explained by the fact that the two big cities have better health care
utilization conditions than other regions, with large medical centers and highly qualified
personnel. In addition, because these are the socioeconomic and cultural centers of the
country, people have better access to information and perceptions of health care than in
other regions.

Regression result

The estimated parameters of the age and squared variables are positive and
statistically significant at the 1 % level, indicating that personal health expenditures
increase with age. The estimated coefficients of household size are negative and
statistically significant, indicating that personal health expenditures are lower for
households with more members. The regression results are detailed in Table 4 below.

This may be due to an increase in the number of household members, which
increases non-health expenditures such as food and education, forcing households to
reduce health expenditures due to budget constraints. Personal health expenditure is
positively associated with household economic status, as measured by total household
consumption expenditure per capita. As for the education level variable, the estimated
coefficient of the post-secondary variable is surprisingly negative and statistically
significant at the 1 % level, indicating that individuals with post-secondary education
are likely to spend less on health care than those with formal education. The estimated
coefficients for the remaining levels of education are all positive and statistically
significant at the 1 % and 5 % levels. The finding that post-secondary education is
negatively associated with personal health care expenditures is contrary to conventional
expectations of health care demand, since one would expect health care expenditures to

increase as individuals become more educated. However, this finding is consistent with
the Grossman model, which suggests that individuals with more education may be more
efficient in producing health than those with fewer years of education [Grossman 1972].
Thus, a person with a higher level of education is more likely to have more information
and knowledge about prevention and health care, making the individual more efficient
in producing more healthy days.

Regarding the regional variables, the estimated coefficients of the Southeast,
Mekong Delta, and Red River Delta regions are not statistically significant, while the
estimated coefficients of all other regions are statistically significant at the 1 % and 5 %
levels, and all have negative signs. Thus, on average, residents of the Northern Midland
and Mountains, North Central, and Central Coast or Central Highlands spend less on
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health care than residents of Hanoi and Ho Chi Minh City. The results of this
quantitative analysis are fully consistent with the analysis and arguments in the
descriptive statistics section.

The remaining variables also have their expected signs. The disease variable is
positive and statistically significant at 1 %, indicating that a person with a disease spends
on average 173 % more than a healthy person. Similarly, Kinh spend about 57 % more
on health than ethnic minorities. Men spend on average 15 % less than women.
A person with health insurance spends about 59 % more on health care than the
uninsured.

Discussion

The above regression results raise several issues of concern:

First, health expenditure increases with age. Although Vietnam is a middle-income
country with an increasingly aging population, the burden of health care expenditure on
individuals and households will be problematic. Vietnam is one of the fastest aging
countries in the world, so the development of a health care system for the elderly is an
urgent issue. The elderly have very different and specific health care and medical
examination and treatment needs than the younger population, so the health sector also
needs to prepare and plan in time to invest in human and material resources.

Second, increasing the level of education and awareness about health care will help
people reduce the burden of health care spending. Taking care of one's health at a young
age and having a long-term health care plan to minimize hospital treatment is extremely
important. Education in schools plays an important role, where health care knowledge
should be included in formal curricula at all levels.

Third, differences in health spending by region show that building grassroots health
systems helps people in localities, especially in rural and remote areas, to have better
access to health services. This helps to reduce the burden of health expenditure on
disadvantaged groups.

Fourth, the social security system, especially the health insurance system, plays an
important role. The universal health insurance system plays an important role in helping
people, especially the elderly, to have access to quality medical services without facing
financial burdens.

Conclusion

Access to timely, quality and affordable health services is one of the most important
determinants of individual health. However, for developing countries, including
Vietnam, the determinants of personal health expenditure raise several issues that need
to be addressed by health planners. The results of this study reveal large disparities in
personal health expenditure. These disparities are particularly pronounced for rural
versus urban residents, and even more pronounced for ethnic minorities versus the
ethnic majority. Rather than protecting individuals from the financial burden of illness,
the health insurance system in Vietnam tends to increase personal health expenditures.
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The policy implications are threefold. First, access to services is improved due to the
low spending on health care for ethnic minorities and people living in rural areas
compared to the Kinh and urban areas. Special attention needs to be paid to rural health
care, especially in remote areas. To increase the chances of medical examination and
treatment for people in disadvantaged areas, a network of mobile health workers should
be established, based on a team of highly qualified health workers in a large medical
center. Financial support policies such as salaries and allowances should be considered
to enable this network to operate regularly.

Second, Vietnam is a country with an increasingly rapidly aging population.
According to a report by the Ministry of Health, Vietnam has entered an aging period
since 2012, with the number of people aged 60 and above accounting for 10.2 % of the
total population and expected to reach 20.1 % by 2038 [Ministry of Health 2018].
Therefore, in order to meet the higher demand for health care among the elderly in
Vietnam, efforts should be made to strengthen the existing social safety net. The
establishment of specialized care and treatment for the elderly should be invested not
only in central hospitals, but also in the form of socialization in lower-level health
facilities to reduce the burden on the state budget and increase access to quality health
services for the elderly in all localities. Retirement villages with health care services
tailored to the needs of the elderly. The younger generation is moving to the cities, so
over time the care of the elderly will fall to the state rather than to children caring for
their parents.

Third, insurance plays an important role in reducing the burden of paying for health
care. Therefore, an insurance network, especially health insurance that covers the entire
population, is the goal to strive for. According to experts from the World Bank, universal
healthcare coverage in a universal health insurance system is an important policy goal
for many countries around the world, but it poses many challenges [Aparnaa et al. 2014].
To achieve this goal, Vietnam needs to pay attention to the following issues:

(i) Improve health insurance laws to identify mandatory and voluntary participants,
appropriate contribution levels, and beneficiaries based on factors such as education
level, region, ethnicity, and subsidy mechanisms [Nguyen Thi Minh et al. 2012].

(ii) Simplify the administrative procedures associated with issuing health insurance
cards and avoid annoying people.

(iii) It is necessary to identify the responsibilities of the authorities in fulfilling the
government's budget commitment to increase the level of 100 % health insurance
subsidies for the poor and near poor.
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Introduction

After the French colonialists completed the military conquest, they carried out the
spiritual conquest, the first of which was to establish a French-style education system in
Cochinchina (fig.1). The French gradually abolished Confucian education and replaced
it with Western education in terms of the organization of the school system, the
organization of classes, the construction of facilities, the training of teachers and
students.

An education established to serve the purpose of domination, in
addition to its limitations, has objectively also made certain contributions to Vietnamese
educational culture, helping to lay the foundation for Vietnamese education in the
modern South. Vietnamese education has been influenced by French education for a
long time, and some factors continue to influence it to this day. The positive
consequences, although beyond the will of the French colonialists, contributed to the
process of socio-economic development and improvement of people's knowledge and
vocational training for the people of Cochinchina. Wishing to have an objective and
scientific view of the Franco-Vietnamese educational culture in Cochinchina during the
French colonial period, we conducted research to complete the article.

Methodology

The article is about the history of education and the intersection between historical
research and educational research. To achieve the stated research purpose, we use
scientific research methods such as document research: Accessing various document

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Literature review

The issue of Franco-Vietnamese educational culture has attracted many authors
and researchers from different aspects. Auguste Rivoalen [1956] researched the cultural
presence of France in Vietnam and presented an overview of the educational situation of
France applied to Vietnam and Cochinchina through its educational policies and
curriculum. Gail Kelly [1982] researched Franco-Vietnamese school, 1918—1938 and
gave a specific analysis of French educational institutions in Vietnam. These French
policies were highly political, imposed on colonial education, and negatively influenced
the thinking of indigenous people. Hoai Huong Aubert-Nguyen and Michel Espagne
[2018] analyzed the process of Vietnamese cultural contact — the process that created
the transfer and fusion of two-way culture.

Phan Ngoc Lien [2006] researched Vietnamese cultural contact with France and
confirmed that French cultural contact has changed Vietnamese culture in aspects such
as religion, language, ideology, and culture, including education. Vu Ngoc Khanh
[1985] criticized French-Vietnamese education as an enslaving education, suppressing
the national spirit, and implementing a policy of “Ngu dan”.

Nguyen Dang Tien [1996] in “History of Vietnamese Education before the
August Revolution of 1945” has generalized French-Vietnamese education from 1858
to 1885 — education interwoven between Confucianism and French-Vietnamese.
Phan Trong Bau [2006], in researching Vietnamese education in the modern period,
gave a comprehensive overview of Vietnamese education during the French colonial
period and its influence on the economic, social, and cultural aspects of Vietnam in
the modern period. Nguyen Hoa Mai [2019] pointed out the significance of the
French-Vietnamese educational acculturation process and its influence on
Vietnamese education today. Nguyen Thuy Phuong [2020] in “Vietnamese Education
in the Colonial Period, Red Myths and Black Myths” systematically analyzed
Vietnamese education in the colonial period from the French invasion to 1945 and
affirmed that educational policies have changed the face of contemporary Vietnamese
education.

The period of interweaving Confucian
and French education (1862—1917)

In order to achieve the goal of imposing domination on the people of Cochinchina,
the French colonialists quickly implemented many policies, including the policy of
educating human resources. Language is a big barrier, so it is difficult for France to
immediately impose its education on Vietnam in general and Cochinchina in particular.
Therefore, in 1862, France opened an interpreter training school in Cochinchina [Trung
tam Iuu trir Quéc gia 2016: 22], which marked the beginning of the process of imposing
French education in Cochinchina Vietnam. In 1867, France abandoned the Confucian
examination and officially organized the examination according to the regular system.
Schools of interpretation and counseling were opened to train people to work for
France. More and more schools following the French program, opened by the colonial
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government or by religions, have changed the educational landscape of Vietnam in
general and Cochinchina in particular. The policy and education system imposed by the
French in Cochinchina created the transition from Confucian education to French
education.

On November 17, 1874, the Acting Governor of Cochinchina issued the
Regulations for the main academic disciplines in Cochinchina and the Public Education
Program, which was the first educational regulation of the French colonialists in
Cochinchina. Regulations on the division of education into primary and secondary
schools: Primary schools are concentrated in 6 places: Saigon, Cho Lon, My Tho, Vinh
Long, Ben Tre and Soc Trang. The high school is only open in Saigon and teaches 3
departments with subjects: French, national language, mathematics, geography, and
history (French history, not Vietnamese history) [Ibid: 37—39]. The French government
also took multiple measures to facilitate the development of the Quoc Ngu script, such
as issuing a decree in 1878: “banning the recruitment of native speakers who cannot read
the national language or reducing taxes for officials who can write the script Quoc Ngu”
[Phan Trong Bau 2015: 52]. Although teaching French is also focused on
implementation by the French government, however, according to [Cultru 1910: 399]
“French language teaching is very limited, the number of students is very small, the
content is sketchy. Therefore, the level of students is not equal to the level of elementary
school in France.”

On March 17, 1879, Governor General of Cochinchina L.-Ch.-G.-J. Lafont
signed a decision to issue a new ordinance because the 1874 ordinance had proven
ineffective. According to this regulation, the education system is divided into three
levels, including the general school (level I), the district school (level II), the provincial
school and the high school (level III). Each district has one elementary school, each
province has six middle schools and the Chasseloup Laubat High School in Saigon. By
1880, the government had opened a secondary school in My Tho, a school in Cholon
for overseas Chinese, and an elementary school for boys and girls [Trung tam luu trir
Qudc gia 2016: 42].

To encourage indigenous people to study, the French government issued a decree in
1879 waiving tuition fees for primary schools in the colony. This increased the number
of students applying to the schools. "To avoid reprimands from the public authorities for
this inefficient situation, village chiefs put pressure on families, forcing them to send
their children to French schools" [Bezancon 2002: 46].

Beginning in 1886, Resident General of the French Republic in Annam and Tonkin
P. Bert implemented changes in French education in Vietnam by both expanding schools
and gradually reforming them to completely eliminate feudal education. In 1906,
P. Beau proposed a plan to reform education in Cochinchina and Tonkin through
decrees on March 8 and May 6, 1906 [Nguyén DBang Tién 1996: 198]. This can be
considered as the first French educational reform in Vietnam. The educational reform
program is quite comprehensive, and under this reform, the educational system and
examination system in Cochinchina are changed as follows: The French-Vietnamese
school system is divided into two levels: primary and secondary.
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The period of transition to the French educational model 1917—1945

In December 1917, A.-P. Sarraut promulgated the General Regulations, which
fundamentally changed the educational system in Cochinchina. This change is
considered as the second educational reform. The Ministry of Education generally
defines education in Vietnam as general and practical education. According to the
Ministry of Education, the education system in Cochinchina is reorganized as follows:
The school system is divided into two types: French schools teach French students
according to the “National” program, and Franco-Vietnamese schools teach Vietna-
mese people according to the “Native” program. Education is divided into three levels:
Primary, Secondary (high school) and Tertiary (college and university). There are also
vocational schools corresponding to the primary and secondary levels.

In 1923, Governor General of Indochina M.A. Merlin had some new regulations to
change the education system, which was reorganized as follows:

— At the primary level, there is a local primary school consisting of pre-school,
preparatory and primary classes, sometimes only one or two primary classes, also known
as Huong School because it is usually located in villages and the budget is contributed by
the villages.

— At the high school level, there are two divisions: Primary College and
Baccalaureate College: Primary College consists of first year, second year, third year and
fourth year classes. Baccalaureate has a duration of 3 years, there are first year, second
year and third year classes. The Baccalaureate program from the first year is divided into
departments: Science, Mathematics and Philosophy

Thus, since the invasion and pacification of Vietnam, through the adaptation and
reform of colonial officials from Bonard, Krant, Lafont, Bert, Beau, Klobukowsky,
Sarraut, finally Merlin, Varenne, Vietnamese education has been unified, consisting of
three levels: Primary School, College Primary School and High School with a total
study period of 13 years. The French policy of educational reform has transformed the
entire education system in Vietnam in general and Cochinchina in particular. The
socio-economic and educational changes have also changed the Vietnamese culture in
general and the social culture of Cochinchina in particular.

Comments and evaluations on the French-Vietnamese educational culture
in Cochinchina

The positive sides

During their reign, the French carried out many educational reform policies, which
fundamentally changed Vietnamese education in general and education in Cochinchina
in particular. This education has made certain positive contributions to the development
of education in Cochinchina and Vietnam.

First, the introduction of the French education model in Cochinchina brought a
new education with many positive factors. With this new education culture, for the first
time, Vietnamese education is divided into specific and scientific levels, subjects and
study duration, helping Vietnamese students step by step into an operating machine of
modern education built by the French. The study at this stage has moved away from the
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concept of studying to take an exam, to pass a Mandarin, to study for a degree etc. to
studying to enrich knowledge and practical understanding to practice and work.
Students can acquire comprehensive knowledge in various fields of life: Natural Science
with Mathematics, Chemistry, Biology and Physics; Social Science with Literature,
History, Geography, Law, Archaeology. Inheriting the national cultural heritage and
receiving French education, in the modern period, Vietnamese education also attaches
great importance to practical issues, learning with practice, learning to do and applying
it to work.

Second, Franco-Vietnamese education included educational contents and programs
with positive Western ethical values, which contributed to the creation of a new nature
of education. The new education and ideological values such as democracy, equality and
freedom etc. of Western culture have been imported into Vietnam. “French school... has
given me true humanity, the same mindset, and a humane attitude” [Aubert-Nguyen,
Espagne 2018: 240]. In addition, French-Vietnamese education allowed women to go to
school for the first time, giving them equal access to knowledge as men. The year 1907
marked the establishment of girls' schools, Pascale Bezancon [2002] commented
“Considered a breakthrough activity not only in education but especially in terms of
ideology, it was positively received in the Sinology circles which considered educating
girls useless. This reception of the former students greatly surprised and delighted the
French authorities.” Currently, Vietnam is promoting the socialization of education.
Education must ensure that people of all backgrounds and genders can learn the basic
education program from elementary to middle school. The State always creates learning
opportunities for everyone. Vietnam's education system does not charge primary school
tuition, every child has the opportunity to go to school.

Third, the introduction of Quoc Ngu script into the primary school curriculum,
although it is only three years, has made a big change for the children when they go to
school. After three years of learning Quoc Ngu script, students can read and write
fluently, know some basic knowledge useful for life, know basic calculations to work,
and can enter vocational training in workshops. “Beyond the intention of the
colonialists, the Quoc Ngu script quickly became the first connection with the Western
civilization that Vietnamese people need to learn and contemplate for the cultural and
national struggle” [Pd Quang Hung 2019: 145]. In addition to Quoc Ngu, French has
become the main language in schools and gradually becomes the main means for
learners to directly approach progressive ideologies in the world, thus contributing to
Vietnamese culture being closer to the values of Western cultures.

Fourth, in parallel with the system of primary and secondary schools in the general
education system, education in Cochinchina in this period appeared as vocational
schools to train human resources for colonial exploitation and development economic
development. This is the type of school that traditional Confucian education does not
have. Vocational schools were established and trained human resources for many new
professions, making an important contribution to training human resources for society
in various economic fields. These workers became an important part of the construction
and economic development of Cochinchina during this period. The birth of vocational
schools has changed the perception of disdain for manual labor in traditional society.
Today, modern Vietnamese education also attaches great importance to vocational
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education, building a vocational school system to meet the requirements of
socio-economic development. To encourage students to enroll in vocational schools,
the Government has focused resources on developing a system of vocational schools
suitable to the needs of society.

Fifth, the school facilities are fully equipped and of high quality to serve the teaching
and learning process. The schools are built in a cool Western architectural style with full
classrooms, libraries, laboratories and dining rooms. The classrooms are arranged and
designed scientifically, suitable for the acquisition of knowledge by the students.
The desks and chairs of the students are also designed according to the physical
characteristics of the students, ensuring the health and psychophysiological
requirements. As a result, students' learning is highly effective, learning goes hand in
hand. “In class, students sit on benches and standard desks to be able to read and write
most conveniently; do not let students squat on the ground or boards” [Trung tam luu
trir Qubc gia 2016: 356]. Vietnam's school system today places great emphasis on
investing in facilities. The school physical infrastructure system is designed and built
according to European cultural standards: with names, uniforms, nameplates, rules, and
appropriate design for the teaching and learning process and students, pays attention to
the physical environment in accommodation, living, studying, playing, and relaxing
after school. It is in that material cultural environment and space that educational
activities take place with certain criteria and standards, contributing to the formation of
an educational cultural environment in the period of integration and development.

Sixth, Franco-Vietnamese education has produced a large contingent of
Western-educated intellectuals. Since the 1920s, intellectuals educated in French
schools in Indochina or France knew both Vietnamese and French, and they were the
ones who contributed to the image of a new group of Vietnamese intellectuals. It is a
team of scientists, cultists, writers, and artists with a scientific spirit... Most of them have
a deep nationalist spirit and contribute to the creation of an elite class in society. They
advocated turning the French colonialists' tool of assimilation and enslavement into a
tool for Vietnam's independence. With the progressive ideas acquired, the neo-educated
intellectuals used them to enlighten the people's knowledge and restore the people's air
in the national revival, turning exogenous into endogenous, enriching the people's
culture. It is these contents that have formed the unique characteristics of contemporary
intellectuals with their contributions to the country's development.

Limitations of French-Vietnamese education in Cochinchina

First, the French education imposed in Vietnam was aimed at serving the colonial
government. The ultimate and highest goal is still to enslave the colonial population
culturally, politically and economically according to the subjective point of view of the
ruler. “School is the most effective tool, most certainly in the hands of the conqueror”
[Luro 1887: 1]. The French opening of schools is seen as a spiritual conquest of the
indigenous people. “This conquest is longer and brighter than the previous one, but also
richer and laudable. The instrument for the realization could not be anything other than
the school” [Hardy 1917]. In addition, the goal of eradicating the traditional culture of
the indigenous peoples and assimilating their culture is also clearly expressed and
consistently implemented. During a parliamentary debate on the foundations of colonial
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policy, Jules Ferry stated: “I repeat that to the superior races, they have a right because
they have a duty. It is the duty to civilize the lower races” [Ferry 1893: 210—211].

Second, the Franco-Vietnamese school was established by the French to realize the
goal of training a team of intellectuals to serve the colonial exploitation process.
Therefore, the content and learning methods designed by the French government have
strongly influenced a part of Vietnamese youth, making them passionate about learning
and discovering new things about the West, but forgetting the cultural values of
Vietnamese traditions over the centuries. This is reflected in the memoirs of former
French-Vietnamese students: “Currently, I still write better in French than in
Vietnamese, I only regret one thing, that is, I don't feel complete. I'm all Vietnamese
because I don't know the history of Vietnam well, it's a gap that's hard to fill. That is my
weakness, that evokes in me a cultural complex” [Aubert-Nguyen, Espagne 2018: 238].
Vietnamese intellectuals who studied in France were described by Francisque Vial in
1939 as follows: They are people who “float precariously between East and West,
without direction, loss of balance, mental and emotional disturbances. Because they
cannot penetrate deeply into French civilization.” [Vial 1939: 113].

Third, the planning of educational development and the arrangement of the
network of schools and classes in the Franco-Vietnamese educational system is still
inappropriate in some localities; no attention is paid to the quality assurance factor,
resulting in schools being concentrated in large centers, and there is a shortage of
schools and classes in remote and isolated areas. A French person commented on the
Franco-Vietnamese education system as follows: “...there are obvious shortcomings in
the rural education system, obvious weaknesses in the vocational education system, and
unevenness between regions, social inequality...” [Trinh Van Thao 2019: 14]. Although
France opened schools to educate people, the percentage of uneducated students was
still high. Specifically “in 1886, although the population of Cochinchina at that time was
about 2 million people, the total and commune schools were only 300; the number of
Vietnamese teachers was 503; the number of students at all levels 18,231” [Ly Tuong
Van 2020: 2]. Commenting on the French policy of restricting education, leader Nguyen
Ai Quoc wrote: “The people of Indochina implored to open schools because schools
were seriously lacking. Every year, at the beginning of the school year, many parents
have to knock on the door, run around, and sometimes pay double the boarding fee, but
still can't find a place for their children to study, and thousands of children have to suffer
stupidity ignorant because of the lack of schools” [Ho Chi Minh 2011: 35].

Fourth, in French-Vietnamese schools, the shortage of teachers is still common,
many French and Vietnamese teachers are trained in a patchwork way. The professional
capacity of a part of the teachers is still weak. Another reality is the discriminatory policy
of the colonial government against foreign and Vietnamese teachers. There is a big gap
between foreign teachers and Vietnamese teachers. This has not attracted domestic
resources to choose a teaching career. Ms. Tran Thi My, formerly a student at Ao Tim
School and later a physical education teacher at the school, said that the salary of a
history teacher with a bachelor's degree in France is only 1/3 of the salary of “a lady who
only knows how to play drums and have a very low level of education”. Even on business
trips, Vietnamese teachers have to travel in third-class trains, while the French are
allowed to travel in first-class cars with sleeper beds. Decoux also condemned: “the
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disrespect, arrogance, and clumsy behavior of low-ranking French civil servants towards
natives” [Decoux 1949: 370].

Fifth, limitations in curriculum and teaching content. The primary and secondary
school programs in Franco-Vietnamese schools are too long, with students having to
attend school for 13 years. Thus, “for a student to complete a school program from
primary school to college or university, it takes 15, 16 years, even 20 years of youth if
majoring in Medicine and Pharmacy” [Phan Trong Bau 2006: 116). Regarding the
content of subjects taught in the Franco-Vietnamese curriculum, including history and
literature, students approach the history and literature of France and other countries of
the world, the content of the bourgeois revolutions in Britain, America and France or
the movements of colonial countries to fight for independence was deliberately cut out
“a Western protectorate people who sought to prevent the protected from learning the
language and literature of that Western country” [Bui Quang Chieu 1925: 9]. Instead
“History focuses on the expansion of whites in Europe and especially the Americas,
Asia, Oceania, and South Africa [Phan Trong Bau 2015: 51]. Some subjects have
anti-scientific and anti-historical content, such as the origin of the Vietnamese as
descendants of the Goloans, the Vietnamese people are barbaric and wild (Annamit),
the Vietnamese people must be grateful for the civilization of the French. “We can
expect very serious results from the young Annamites who will return to their homeland,
after receiving and studying in France, instilling in our spirit, an understanding of the
consequences of our civilizing mission” [Le Myra de Vilers 1908: 5].

Conclusion

From 1862, when France opened its first school, to 1945, the Franco-Vietnamese
education system was quite complete, becoming an education system that covered all
levels from kindergarten, high school, vocational training, college, and university. The
establishment of Franco-Vietnamese schools and training schools during this period was
to fulfill the French purpose of abolishing Confucianism in Vietnam, replacing it with
“French studies”, and training a team of diligent, Western-educated officials to serve
the operation of the French domination machinery in Indochina. To some extent, the
French had some success in achieving their goal in Vietnamese educational institutions.
Franco-Vietnamese education was imposed on Cochinchina, and although the positive
results were not within the scope of the French government's purpose, objectively it left
great historical values in the development of Vietnamese education. For the first time in
the history of the Vietnamese nation, Confucian education was closed to receive a new
Western education, creating a new Franco-Vietnamese education with a new generation
of intellectuals. The newly acquired knowledge is an important baggage for Vietnamese
intellectuals in general and Cochinchina intellectuals in particular to approach and
study the world, serving the cause of national renewal and regeneration. It was this
group of people who became the core force in the national and democratic revolutionary
movements to regain independence and freedom for Vietnam. The French-Vietnamese
education organized in Vietnam has both positive aspects and certain limitations.
However, this education was an important transition from feudal education to modern
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education. Based on the positive points and limitations of the French-Vietnamese
education system during the French colonial period, Vietnamese education can draw on
experiences for reference and supplementation when building and developing the
country's education system to integrate with regional and world higher education.

Features of the Development of Vietnamese Choreographic ART

Abstract. For the first time, based on a multidimensional model of Vietnamese culture,
the article examines the features of the development of Vietnamese dance art, the pro-
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cess of its professionalization, and the introduction of European classical dance to Vi-
etnamese soil. A layer of authentic Vietnamese culture is taken as a framework, around
which the configuration of cultural elements and the style of art are crystallized in dif-
ferent historical and cultural contexts. The classification of types and types of Vietna-
mese choreographic art is given. The emergence of the national ballet as a new type of
performing art for Vietnam is analyzed from the point of view of the contact of authen-
tic Vietnamese culture with Chinese-Confucian and Buddhist, European, Soviet, mo-
dern Western cultural traditions. The most significant works of small and large chore-
ographic forms of 1950—2024 are given. The scientific significance of the conclusions
lies in the fact that the methodological approach developed by the authors, the factual
material introduced into scientific circulation and the formulated conclusions help to
clarify the modern picture of the dynamics of Vietnamese culture and art. The article
shows the role and importance of modern choreographic art in establishing interstate
cooperation. The conclusion is made about the progressive development of Vietname-
se choreographic art, and the need to preserve traditional Vietnamese culture is emp-
hasized.

The Mechanisms of Language Game in the Vietnamese Language

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the specifics and mechanisms of langua-
ge play in the Vietnamese language. The language game is found in traditional Kazao
folk couplets, in paired inscriptions, riddles, poetry, as well as in the texts and headli-
nes of modern media, advertising, colloquial speech, and Internet communications.
The following basic means and techniques of language play in the Vietnamese language
are highlighted: the use of various types of homonymy; creating inversion puns (inver-
sion of constituent components, rearrangement of tones, rearrangement of rhyme, re-
arrangement of initials, rearrangement of initials and tone, rearrangement of rhyme
and tone, rearrangement of initials and rhyme); decomposition of a word into its com-
ponent components-morphemes and separate use of them or their homonyms; de-
composing a word into its component components and replacing one of the compo-
nents; use of synonymy and antonymy; the use of polysemy; paronymy; phraseological
game. During the research process, extensive illustrative material was used. The rese-
arch topic is relevant due to the extremely wide distribution of this phenomenon in the
Vietnamese language and its importance for constructing a cultural and linguistic pic-
ture of the world of Vietnamese speakers.

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Russian-Vietnamese Partnership in Progress: on the Occasion of 30th
Anniversary of the Treaty on the Foundations of Friendly Relations

Abstract. The review of a series of scientific and practical events held in April-June
2024 and dedicated to the 30th anniversary of the Treaty on the foundations of friend-
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ly relations between Russia and Vietnam assesses the evolution, current state, prob-
lems and prospects of these relations, the impact of international events on them, and
the active foreign policy of Hanoi and Moscow. In particular, the author highlights
main reports of experts on Vietnam at the plenary conference of the Moscow Acade-
mic Economic Forum on the topic “Intensification of economic ties between Russia
and the countries of Asia and Africa”, the ninth Vietnam Day at MGIMO of the Rus-
sian Foreign Ministry, the round table “Russia-Vietnam” in IOS RAS, the internatio-
nal conference “Mekong: problems of the region and possible solutions” in ICCA
RAS. Vietnam's participation in the multilateral formats of Russian foreign policy was
also briefly reviewed, and it was recognized as extremely restrained. Vietnam's partici-
pation in the multilateral formats of Russian foreign policy was briefly reviewed too,
and it was recognized as extremely restrained.
